Conditions for publication
1. Articles for publication are sent to vek.inform@ya.ru without review and payment, in Russian or English. 
2. Articles must reflect the results of original research, and must not be a repeat of works which have been published before or are in the process of being edited. 
3. All articles must meet the requirements of: academic works of high quality; authors’ right and ethics of science and publication activity; and the rules and standards of formatting accepted in the periodical “Information Age”. 
4. Conference proceedings are published upon the recommendation of the editorial board members – the heads of the programme events of the conference. 

Rules for formatting material 
The structure of the article includes 4 blocks:

Block 1 (for articles in Russian): N.P. Surname of the author (of authors) - 14-point type, lower case, italics (P is patronymic name). 
The name of the institution where the work had been carried out – 14-point type, lower case 

The title of the article – 14-point type, lower case, in bold type 

Annotation (4-5 lines) 

Key words in Russian (3-5) – 14-point type, lower case 
Block 2: The text of the article in Russian or English – 14-point type, lower case 
Block 3: N. Surname of the author (of authors) - 14-point type, lower case, italics
The name of the institution where the work had been carried out – 14-point type, lower case 

The title of the article – 14-point type, lower case, in bold type 

Annotation (4-5 lines) 

Key words in English (3-5) – 14-point type, lower case
Block 4: Literature (in alphabetical order, first, sources in Russian, then in foreign languages) – 14-point type, lower case 

The size of the article (excluding annotation and key words) should be from 6 000 to 20 000 characters with spacing. The text is to be typed in MS Word (MS Office 2007–2010). Page layout: left margin – 3 cm, right margin – 1,5 cm, bottom margin – 2 cm, top margin - 2 cm. Line interval – 1,5 cm. (except annotation). Paragraph indention – 1,25 cm. without indentions before or after the paragraph. Justified; the heading is aligned left. No hyphenation and page numbering. Tables, schemes and pictures are allowed. 

References should be in the text in square brackets: № of the source in the list of the Literature and the cited page [1; 24-25]. References to examples should be in round brackets by using accepted abbreviations of mass media. For instance: Lit.gaz.; Nov.gaz; NTV; Rossiya 1; Rossiya K. 
Note:

- Each paragraph starts with pressing Enter (do not indent a paragraph by pressing a space bar);

- Use the en dash as a punctuation mark (–) and a hyphen as a spelling sign;

- Use French quotation marks “chevrons”: “….”; within a citation – ‘smart quotes’: ‘…’
- Use the bold type for conceptual emphasis; italics for illustrative examples and passages analysed etc.; It is desirable to keep highlighting to a minimum;

- The author must check Spelling (Word - Service - Spelling) as well as delete extra spaces (Substitute - Space - 1 Space).
